ACTING ON YOUR CONCERNS 

A NATIONAL PLAN FOR AFFORDABLE HOUSING 

One of the biggest concerns for Davenport residents is whether they will be able to continue to live in their 
communities in the face of rising rent and property prices, and the overall increase in the cost of living. Artists 
and young professionals are worried about being able to afford a house of their own and moving out of rental 
properties. Those retired or approaching retirement are worried about selling their homes and being able to 
move to a more affordable option preferably in the same community they have lived in for 30 or 40 years that 
they continue to love. For the average Canadian in Toronto, there is a constant worry around the rising prices 
of homes.   
  
Our federal government knows that housing is a top-of-mind issue for Canadians, especially for those who are 
living in downtown Toronto ridings like Davenport. I am so proud that for the first time in 30 years, the 
federal government is investing in national housing in a big way. 
  
Our federal government believes that all Canadians need and deserve housing that is safe, adequate and 
affordable. Affordable, safe housing is a cornerstone of sustainable, inclusive communities and a Canadian 
economy where we can prosper and thrive. In Budget 2017, we announced the National Housing Strategy 
which commits $11.2 billion over 11 years to ensure that all Canadians have access to safe and affordable 
housing that meets their needs. In Davenport this means support for new and existing co-ops, more 
affordable housing, particularly for seniors, funds for maintaining social housing, and the possibility of lending 
for the development of new rental units, among others. Our National Housing Strategy addresses the 
complete continuum of housing needs from homelessness to affordable housing to providing support for 
Canadians to afford their first home. 
  
I recently held an Affordable Housing Roundtable discussion in my community office that gave Davenport 
residents and leaders an opportunity to express their concerns and opinions about their housing needs. Some 
of the issues that were discussed included housing for refugees, youth in transition, affordable places for 
seniors to live, as well as how to create new co-op housing opportunities. To view the summary report from 
this roundtable that was sent to the Honourable Jean-Yves Duclos, Minister of Families, Children, and Social 
Development kindly visit the “Publications” section of my website. There is still a lot of work to do – but 
working together with the municipal and provincial 
governments - we are determined to make significant 
progress on the urgent housing needs of today and 
tomorrow.
